My choice for BOV Neuter was
an easy decision with my winner being SUP IB,HIBGRPR&INT GRPR ISHCUS

My Overall BOV Winner for Section 2 was the neuter SUP IB,HIBGRPR&INT GRPR
ISHCUS QUEVAGA.

Broad masculine head of medium length with good balance. High cheekbones, fairly full
cheeks and uniform width to the nose. Broad square muzzle & slight concave curve to the
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profile. Deep chin & level bite. Tall, tufted ears with a broad base & set high but well apart.
Lovely expressive eyes of a pale greeny-yellow colour. Long, well-fed muscular body with
substantial limbs & huge round paws with tufted toes. Long flowing tail to balance.
Beautifully prepared summer coat with a glossy topcoat & some undercoat. Attractive blue
coat colour, basically sound though paler on his tummy. Shown in excellent condition & a
lovely start to the day!

Tall ears set high yet wide apart &
round eyes in a slightly oblique aperture & set. Long body with strong limbs, large round
paws and lovely long tail to balance. Coat of a shorter summer length with a glossy topcoat.
Classic tabby pattern with blue markings on a beige agouti ground & overlaid with cream.
Butterfly & oyster markings visible on the body but a little solid down her spine, distinct
head markings. Shown in super condition & easy to handle.

Tall tufted ears with inner feathering, set high yet wide
apart and very expressive eyes that are full & round with a slightly oblique aperture & set.
Long rectangular body, strong & muscular with super bone development. Substantial limbs
with huge round paws & long flowing tail to balance. Well-prepared coat with a lovely ruff
& shirtfront, just a little thinner down his spine where he had a touch of dandruff. Classic
tabby pattern with black markings on a paler ground, slightly solid down his back.

A well-grown young man of 2% years. He was a little apprehensive but not a problem to
handle. Masculine head of medium length & slightly longer than wide with uniform width to
the nose & a broad square muzzle. Level bite & very strong chin. Tall tufted ears with long
inner feathering & large expressive eyes of good shape & set. Long body with strong limbs
& long, well-furnished tail. Nicely prepared coat with a glossy topcoat & denser undercoat,
good length to the coat with a frontal ruff. Brown tabby classic pattern with black markings
though the black tends to dominate on the body where the markings could be more distinct.
Good clear markings on his head, limbs & tail. Shown in lovely condition.

GRAND 4A CHAMPION

A mature boy of nearly 3 years with a very rich overall colour. Masculine head, a moderate
wedge with rounded contours & good width between the ears tapering to a rounded muzzle.
Slight nose break in profile, shallow chin & level bite though he is missing some of his
incisors. Large cupped ears set wide apart & green eyes of a rounded almond shape in an
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oriental setting. Good body shape, lithe & muscular with elegant limbs & a long tail that is
heavier at the base. Short, close-lying coat with a resilient feel & distinct black ticking on a
ruddy ground. A very wriggly lad who preferred the security of his pen but did come out to
be handled.
